The Spiritual Exercises of Saint Ignatius of Loyola will be offered at the University of Saint
Mary of the Lake Conference Center in Mundelein, lllinois from July 2 to Aug. 4, 2025. A team
of trained spiritual directors will offer the 30-day, 8-day, 5-day, and 3-day forms of the Spir-

Safe Environment Local Coordinator

The Archdiocese of Miami’s administration has reevaluated the Safe Environment Office in all as-
pects including the general policy, staffing and assigning of responsibilities, reporting procedures,
requirements to serve as either an employee, vendor, or volunteer, and compliance procedures
all in accordance with the USCCB’s Charter for the Protection of Children and Vulnerable Adults.

An imperative part of ensuring compliance for our entities is the assigning of a Local Coordinator
for your site. The Local Coordinator is responsible for compliance and record keeping of the
Archdiocesan Creating and Maintaining Safe Environments for Children and Vulnerable Adults
Policy. Essentially, this means ensuring that compliance is met and that it can be proven.

(Remember the SE Office is an independently audited office.)

The role description is extensive and requires training before access is given. If your site does not

have a local coordinator, please contact the Safe Environment office at jrayburn@theadom.org
for the Role Description, and consider your choice carefully. Once a candidate is identified, con-
tact the Safe Environment Office again with the name and email address of the candidate so

they may be assigned the appropriate training. This person must already be compliant in Virtus,

fingerprinting, and a signed pledge to promote safe environment.

Ultimately, the responsibility falls to the Pastor, Principal, or Director of the site. Thank you for

joining the Archdiocesan’s efforts to protect children and vulnerable adults.

If you, your friends, family, or parish staff receive a direct message from anyone impersonating
Archbishop Wenski or one of our priests, please do not respond. Report the fake account imme-
diately to the social media platform and let the archdiocesan Communications Office know by

emailing mrivas@theadom.org.
